As of 4 pm,  the Cayman Islands  Government has Cayman Brac And Little Cayman are placed under a 

Tropical Storm Warning due to the new forecast track. 

 

Tropical Storm Laura is expected to pass some 92 miles north northeast of Cayman Brac at about 5am 

tomorrow morning. Winds  of 20 to 30 knots are likely over the Sister Islands from early tomorrow 

morning through tomorrow afternoon. Seas are expected to become very rough from early tomorrow 

morning through tomorrow  evening.  Heavy showers are likely in squalls and could  lead to possible 

flooding.
